Interacts with
SMAD7 to trigger SMAD 7-mediated transforming growth factor beta/TGF-beta receptor ubiquitin-dependent
degradation, thereby down-regulating TGF-beta signaling (PubMed:11163210, PubMed:12717440). In addition,
interaction with SMAD7 activates autocatalytic degradation, which is prevented by interaction with AIMP1
